Installation
is quick and easy when done in the proper sequence.

UNPACKING
The Snack Vendor is shipped in one carton with all
majorassemblies inplace,readyforinstallation. Inspect
the exteriorand interiorofthe cabinetforevidence of
damage. Incaseofdamage,pleasenotify thedelivering
carrieratoncetoexamine the vendorregardless ofthe
externalconditionofthecarton.UnderU.S. regulations,
damageclaims mustbecollectedbytheconsignee.Do
not return shipping-damagedmerchandiseuntil after
yourclaim has been established. Once yourclaimis
established, damaged merchandise may then be
returned to your Rowe Distributor for repair. The
invoice for repairchargesmay thenbecollectedfrom
the carrier. Do notdestroy packing material orboxes
until thecarrier's agenthasexaminedthem.

4. Open the main door far enough to expose the
three countersunkscrews in the top hinge. Block
the door to support its weight.

CAUTION!
The door is heavy. Take appropriate precautions
before proceeding.

5. Remove the two 1/2" hex head bolts from the

cabinet sideofthe top hinge plate.
6. Remove the three counter sunk screws andnuts

from the tophinge plate on the door.
7. Rotate the upperhinge assembly away from the

doorframe and lift the doorstraight "up" offthe
lowerhingepoint.

8. Ifadditionalclearanceisrequired, the lowerhinge
canbepivotedbyremoving theFRONT 1/2" hex
headboltandlooseningtherearboltonetum. The
security shieldmounted on the left front edge of
thecabinet is also removable ifrequired.

Becertain to remount the anchoringplate to
preventdamage tothepowercord. Ifmoreclearance
is required itwillbenecessary topivotthedoorhinges.

INTRODUCTION
The Rowe 7800 family of Snack/Candy Vendors
includes the largecapacity7800, the mediumcapacity
7800JR, and the 7800 Compact Vendor. All 7800
models vend awide variety ofproducts from acom­
binationofdual, pastryandcandy helixes. Helixesare
available in several capacitiesandare interchangeable
between all threemodels. Each helix is operatedby its
own motor for trouble-free long life. State ofthe art

electronicsprovidequick andeasy programming.

During a purchase, merchandise is moved from the
display shelfbyarotatinghelixcoil anddispensedinto
adelivery compartmenteasily accessible to the cus­
tomer. A time tested delivery door is easy for the
customer to open, but remains theft-proof.

Units withDual-Helix Shelves will ensure apositive
productflow andfrontal alignmentoflargerproducts.
Universal shelvesallowthecombinationofsingleand
Dual-Helixdelivery onany shelfcreatingmany snack
combinations.

Machine product capacity depends on the size and
variety of helix coils used. Coils are removed and
replacedwithouttools,merelybyliftingouttheexisting
helix anddropping the replacementstraightin.

Productthicknessvariesconsiderably. Chooseahelix
thatis appropriatefor theproductbeingvended(Refer
topage2-2). Besure thatproductfits looselywithinthe
helix coil. Do notplaceproduct into ahelix that is too
small; damage to the product and the vendor may

result. Becausesomebaggedsnacks swell in sizeover
theirnormal shelflife, sometrial selection is necessary.
The product thickness range specified in this publica­
tionforeachhelixcoil is an approximatemeasurement
andwill vary according to factors such as how much a
product settles, product type, swelling and weight.
Standardshelfcapacitiesforeachmodel are shownon
pages x-xii.

Theslide-outHorizontalGumandMintUnitismounted
on its own shelf. Releasing the latch handles on the
front oftheunitallows it tobepulledforward foreasy
loading and servicing. Column widths can be easily
adjusted by using the product adjustment guides.
Double vending is avoided by sliding the product
flipper totheproperlocationand tightening theknob.

A two note Rowe Universal Bill Acceptor (accepts
$1.00 and $5.00 bills) is available as an option. The
acceptor has single bill escrow. Combination pur­
chases using abill andcoins are possible and change
for the purchase is dispensedfrom the coin mech.

Theaddition oftheoptional refrigerationunitextends
the sales period oftemperature sensitive products.
Because the cabinet temperature is maintained
between 50°F and 70° F, discoloration and melting
of chocolate candies and sugar covered pastries is
prevented.

The controller allows the operator to access special
functions.

2 - 1
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Product Shelves

Universal Shelves
All of the shelves in the 7800 Snack/Candy Vendor
are universal shelves. This means that all shelves use a
universal power connection bracket, which allows
them to be placed at any position within the machine.
A universal shelf can be modified to support any
combination ofcandy, pastry anddual helixes. Modi­
fying shelves may require removing oradding motors
and helixes.

Shelf Configurations
Shelves are available in three standardconfigurations:
candy, pastry and dual helix. These shelves can be
installedat anyposition within the machine andcan be
freely interchangedwithanyothershelf. Helixescanbe
interchangedtoaccommodatedifferentproductwidths.
Refer to page ix for helix capacity and partnumbers.

Candy Shelf
A candy shelfhas one helix for each possible motor
position (783 - 10 Selections, 784 - 8 Selections,
781 - 6 Selections). A candy shelfshould be used to
vend products up to 2-1/4 inches wide and 2 inches
thick.

Pastry Shelf
A pastry shelf has one helix for each pair of motor
positions (783 - 5 Selections, 784 - 4 Selections,
781 - 3 Selections). A pastry shelf should be used
to vend products that are 2-1/2" to 5-1/4" wide and
1-5/16" to 2-1/16" thick.

Dual Helix
Dual helix shelves have two helixes working in con­
junction with each otherateach pairofmotorpositions
(783 - 5 Selections, 784 - 4 Selections, 781- 3 Selec­
tions). Adual helix selectionisdriven by asinglemotor
which turns a gearand sprocket arrangement, rotating
the helixes in opposite directions. A dual helix shelfis
used to vend products that are 2-1/2" to 5-1/4" wide
and 1-5/16" to 2-1/16" thick.

Adjustable Shelf Wall
The 7800 Snack/Candy Vendor uses adjustable shelf
walls to accommodate varying product widths.

Dual helix andpastry shelves (3,4 or5 selection) have
an adjustable shelfwall located between the last two
selectionson the right side ofthe shelf. Thedividercan
be removed and placed in one of the four slots in the
bottom ofthe tray. Additional dividers are shipped
witheachmachine.

Oncandy shelves (6, 8or 10 selections) the adjustable
wall swings out from the right side ofthe shelfwall.

Loading a Shelf
1. Pull the shelfforwardto the loading position.

2. Place product between the helix coils. Start from
the front and work toward the rear.

3. Adj ust the shelfwalls to fit the product. Ensure that
productmoves freely.

The7800Snack/Candy Vendoruses a horizontal gum
and mint unit located on its own shelf. The unit slides
out for easy loading and servicing.

Operation
Product is vended from the gum and mint unit by a
motor andproductejectorsystem. During a vend, the
motor turns andraises the productejector. Theejector
pushes the product up andoverthe front ofthegumand
mint unit. The flipper ensures thatonly one product is
released during each vend. The flippers can be ad­
justed forward orback tocoordinate with the product
size. Adjustable product guides can be installed to
accommodate narrow product.

Loading the Gum & Mint Unit
To loadthe Gum and Mint Unit:

1. Grasp the latch handles and pull the unit forward
until it stops. This is the loading position.

2. Slide the cover to the rear of the unit.

3. Install adjustable product guides, if necessary,
to accommodate narrow product.

4. Place product in the appropriate selections.

NOTE:
Do NOT attempt to pull the product pushers
forward toward the product. This will
damage the constant force springs. When
the unit is returned to the vend position,
the product pushers will be seated properly
against the product.

5. Return theGumandMintUnitto the vendposition.

6. Test vend each selection. Adjust the flippers to
preventdouble vending.

A coin mechanism (coin mech) is
required to operate this vendor.
Refertopagevi orvii forcompatible
coin mech listings. The coin mech
worksinconjunctionwithothercredit
acceptance devices, such as a bill
validator or debit card reader, to
accept and dispense coins during a
vend. The7800controllerregulates
the number ofcoins accepted and
dispensed through thecoinmech.

Installing the coin mech
7800 Snack Vendors are compat­
iblewith several differentcoinmech
models. The coin mech should be
installedaccording to thedirections
provided by the coin mech manu­
facturer.

Load Coins Here

•

Because this vendor can operate
several differentcoinmech models,
itisimportanttoensurethatthe coin
mech installed on your vendor is
alignedproperlywith thecoinchute
located on the vendor. Also check
to ensure that the vendor's coin re­
turn lever actuates the coin return
lever on the coin mech. Make the
adjustments necessary for the coin
mech to operate properly.

Coin Mech Loading
Load each type ofcoin through the side ofthecoin
mech, directly into the coin tubes, as shown in
Figure 2-3. Once the coins are loaded, the coin
mech tube sensors will detect the presence ofcoins
and send an appropriate message to the snack
controller. The snackcontrolleruses the messages
from the coin mech to control change payout, and to
enable ordisable the bill validator(ifequipped). No
special programmingofthecontrolleris required.

Temperature Control (Optional)
The temperature control knob is mounted to the
refrigeration unit, at shelflevel on the right side ofthe
cabinet.

Selection Buttons
There are 10selection buttons numbered from 1to O.
There is also a<Reset> button. These buttons are used
by the patron to make a purchase from the vendor.
They are also used by service personnel to access the
servicemodeandprogramall ofthemachine's operating
features. Refer to Section 3for detailed programming
instructions for the vendor using the service mode.

Six Shelf Machine

SELECTION IDENTIFICATION

First digit:
The first digit identifies the location ofan item on the
shelf.

Dual Helix & Pastry Shelves
On all models with a 3,4, or 5 item shelf, the first item
from the left is 1, the second is 3, the third is 5, etc.

Candy Shelves
On a model 781 or784, 6 or8 selection shelf, the first
itemfromthe left is 1, theseconditemis 2, the third item
is 3, etc. On a model 783, 10 selection shelf, the first
item is 0, the second item is 1, the third item is 2, etc.

Second digit:
The seconddigit identifies the shelflocations. The top
shelf is 1, second from top is 2, third from top is 3,
fourth from top is 4, fifth from top is 6, sixth from top
is 7. Gum and Mint selections are 9 on a 7 shelf
configuration and 8on a 6 shelfconfiguration. In the
case ofa five shelfmachine the top shelfis designated
as #2.

Making a Selection
To make a selection, deposit the proper amount
of money. The display shows the amount of credit
entered. The price is displayed beneath each item.
Press the two digits corresponding to the selection
numbershown beneath the product.

The purpose ofthe <Reset>button is toerase the first
num~er if it is entered incorrectly. This can also be
accomplishedbypushingthecoinreturn.

INTRODUCTION
This section contains instructions onhowto setup the
Rowe Snack Vendor, set prices, get total cash and
vend counts.

Service I Setup Mode
The Service / Setup Mode is accessed by pressing the
mode switch on the snack controller board. Once in
the service / setup mode, the operator will be able to
make changes to the controller'sprogrammedopera­
tion. The differentoptions inthe service / setupmode
are located in sevenmenus. Followtheinstructions in
this section to program the Rowe Snack Vendor.

Access the Service I Setup Mode
1. Press the <MODE> button on the snack control­

ler. If a motor error was recorded by the snack
controller, the LED display will show Err when
entering service/setup mode, otherwise the num­
berofmotors will be displayed. This is the "root"
menu. Pressing the <MODE> button a second
time will return the machine to normal operation.
Ifthere is no keypad activity for 30 seconds, the
machine will return to normal operation. If the
route operator "forgets" to return the vendor to
normal operation, the controller will do so
automatically, after 30 seconds.

INSTRUCTIONS
1. Press the <M0 DE> button on the snack controller

board to enterthe service setup mode, (ifyou have
not done so already). Press <7> on the keypad to
enter the list errors mode. The LED display will
show dOli E, if there are no errors.

2. If errors are present, they will be read out in
sequence. Once an error is cleared, it will no
longer be displayed.

3. Errors are read outdirectly in the followingformat.
CSoc, CSnr, CSnL; where C is the column
number, S is the shelf number, and the last tw
characters are the error. For example if the error
code is shown as 3: Ii L , this means selection
31 never left [home]. If the error code is shown
as 3: Ii r , this means selection 31 neverretumed
[home]. Ifthe display shows 3: 0 C , this means
that an over current condition was detected by the
computer. An over current is generally caused by
a product jam, such as loading a "thick" product
into a thin (high count) helix.

Key 8 - Display Max Price
The purpose of this menu selection is to display to
the operator the highest price on the machine.

INSTRUCTIONS

1. Press <MODE> button on the snack controller
board to enterthe service setup mode, (ifyou have
not done so already). Press <8> on the keypad to
display the highest price on the machine.

2. Press <RESET> to return to the root menu.

Key 9 - Clear Errors

The purpose of this menu selection is to allow the
operator to erase error codes recorded by the snack
controller.

INSTRUCTIONS

1. Press the <MODE> buttonon the snack controller
board to enterthe service setupmode, (ifyouhave
not done so already). Press <9> on the keypad to
enter the clear errors mode. The LED display
will show' [L r O.

INTRODUCTION
This section contains Troubleshooting Charts, a
schematic diagram of the vendor, and a schematic
diagramoftheelectroniccontroller.Thetroubleshooting
chart lists common errors and possible solutions.

Errors
Anyerrors loggedintothecontrollermemory,maybe
accessed bypressing the <mode>key followed by the
<7> key. Errors will be displayed as described in
Section 3. Ifthere are no errors the word dOnE will
be displayed.

Troubleshooting Procedures
It is important to troubleshoot logically. Many
malfunctions arecausedbyminordefects suchas loose
connections ordirty contacts. Ensure thatthe vendor
is connected to a good power source and follow the
checklist at right before replacing any parts.

Refrigeration System (Optional)
Ifthe refrigeration systemcompressoris inoperative,
performthefollowing checksbeforereplacingtheunit.
Be sure to hold the Refrigeration Interlock Switch
closedwhen making the operational checks.

1. Measurethe linevoltage. Ifit isbelow 105 volts, the
compressormay fail to start orit may run hot.

2. Ifline voltage is correct, check automatic control
thermostat operationby connecting ajumperwire
across the terminal with powerdisconnected.•

3. The Start Capacitor, Run Capacitor, and Start
Relay,ar~best tested by substituting them with
known goodcomponents. Thisway therecan be no
doubt oftest results.

Cleaning
Toprojectthe best selling image to the customer, and
to prolong the beauty ofthe vendor, it is important to
keep the SnackVendor clean.
